Questions for the Mind

READ:  1 Pet 2:13-17; Acts 13,16,26; Acts 10:2; Eccl 12:13; Rev 14:7; Isa 35:3-4; Jn 12:15; Jer 30:10-11a; 1 Jn 4:17-18

· Some of these references tell us to “fear God”, while others say “fear not”.  What is the difference?  When is it appropriate to fear, and to not fear?   

READ:  Rev 18:21; 18:10; 18:2; 17:5; 16:19; 14:8; Zech 6:10; Dan 4:6-30; Ez 2919-30:25; 2 Kngs 17:24-30

· Given the history of Babylon, relative to Israel, why might God want to bring judgment upon Babylon?  Do you think the Babylon of Revelation 14 is the same Babylon of 2 Kings, Ezekiel, and Daniel?  Why or why not?  Is it the one in Iraq?

READ:  Lev 19:28; Rev 2:17; 7:1-4; 13:16-17; 14:1; 14:9-11; 16:2; 19:20; 20:4

· There appears to be a struggle going on as to whose mark will be upon people of the earth in the last days.  Why is it important, and who is the struggle between?  What are the characteristics of people who are in the opposing sides?  Where do you fit?

READ:  Gen 8:22; Mk 4:29; Jn 4:35; Joel 3:13; Rev 14:15

· What does it mean that the harvest is ripe?  Why is the harvest reaped with a sickle?  What do the two different harvests represent?  What happens after the reaping is completed?  Why are there two different outcomes?

READ:  Jn 3:35-36; Rom 1:18-20; Rom 5:9-10; Eph 5:1-5; Col 3:1-6; Rev 14:18-20; 15

· I thought God was supposed to be kind and gentle.  What is all this about God`s wrath?  How can I avoid that?   

Application

· Read Psalm 138 to the Lord, and give thanks that His wrath is turned aside by the blood of Jesus.
· Share with some one the hope that is within you because of your faith and trust in Jesus.  If you have not trusted Him, why not now?
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
