Questions for the Heart and Spirit


The book of Genesis tells us how it all started.  How do you think it will end?  Or will it just go on forever?


Are you a Premillennialist?  Postmillennialist?  Amillennialist?  Or a Panmilliennialist? Why?


Do you think the Book of Revelation is an accurate description of the future of our world?  Or have the events described already happened?  Why do you think so?


Will there be such a thing as the Rapture (where Christians are snatched up to Heaven) or not?  If so, when do you think this will occur, and why?  What does Revelation say?


If the events described in Revelation are future, how will you prepare for them?


Questions for the Mind


READ:  Luke 12:22-40; John 14:2-3; 1 Thess 5:2-11; 2 Pet 3:10-14; Rev 3:2-3; Rev 19:11-16


When does the Lord say He will return?  How will He return?  How many times will He return?  Why is He coming back?


READ:  Matt 13:37-43; 24:3-14; 1 Cor 15:20-28; 2 Thess 2:1-10; 1 Pet 4:7-11; Dan 12:1-4


What is the common thread through all of these scriptures?  Summarize the characteristics of the time when this event will occur.  Will this be a joyful time for the Christian?  Why or why not?  What is the Christians duty with respect to the end of the Age?


READ:  Lk 9:20-22; 18:31-33; 24:1-7; 24:13-24;acts 10-38-40; 1 Cor 15:1-4;


 2 Pet 3:8


When did Jesus say he would return after He was crucified?  When did He return after He was crucified? What time of day was He resurrected?  Who were the witnesses to His life after resurrection? Is Jesus the same yesterday, today, and forever? How long after His departure might He return a second time if one day equals one thousand years?  


Application


It is interesting and maybe a bit fun to speculate about when Jesus will return to earth, however scripture tells us that no man knows the time He will return, so why do we speculate?  Discuss this with your group, or family.





The important thing to know is that He will return.  Review all the passages that tell us He is going to return.  How many could you find?with John?  Does this give you a clue as to Gods purpose for the book of Revelation?


Application


1. Make a list of the names, characteristics or titles ascribed to Jesus in todays passage.  Does this leave any doubt in your mind as to who the Bible claims Jesus to be?
