Questions for the Heart and Spirit

1) Oswald Chambers, in reflecting upon the end of Ephesians Ch 4(vs. 30-32) says that “You must keep yourself in the proper condition to allow the life of the Son of God to be manifested in you.”  How does that exhortation prepare you for the first part of Ephesians 5?
2) There are many things that affect the church, community, family, and individuals at Ephesus.  How can we take Paul’s advice to the church at Ephesus and use it today to glorify God, be a light to the world, and defend against the attacks of the family unit?

Questions for the Mind

1) Read Eph. 5:1-2, Rom. 8:29, Matt. 5:48, Eph. 5:3-18

· What does it mean to be “imitators of God?”  

· How do vs. 3-18 contrast with vs. 1-2?  Why does Paul focus on individual behaviors first before going into the husband and wife relationships further in vs. 22-33?

· How can our walk as “children of light” affect non-believers?  How does the “fruit of light” manifest in our activities?

2) Read  Eph. 5:18-21 1:13,14,4:30, Col. 3:15-16, John 14:16,26,16:12-15, 17:17

· How does being “filled with the Spirit” contrast with “being drunk with wine?”

· What outward evidences show a continuous reliance on the Spirit, rather than on the things that only appeal satisfactory for a time?

· How will “submitting to one another out of reverence for Christ” unite all of us in Him?

3) Read Eph. 5:22-6:9, 1:22, 4:14-16, John 15:12-15, Luke 22:25-27

· How do the commands in vs. 22-28 contrast with what today’s society expects?  How does the husband’s responsibility compare/contrast with the wife’s?  Ultimately, who is glorified with this submission/love?

· What part do children have in carrying out part of Christ’s plan to bring unity to the human race?  Could it be generational?

· Why does Paul exhort fathers to nurture, not nag our children?

Application

1. How can you commit this week to be an “imitator of God/Christ?”

2. How can you renew a spousal relationship of mutual submission to each other as you would to Christ?

3. In what ways can we reinforce the necessity of a strong family?  Is it in a weekly devotion?  Reading a Psalm with dinner each nite?  Reaching out to friends in a small group for advice?
