Questions for the Mind


Read:  Is 6:1-8; Jer 1:4-8; Ez 1:28-2:7; Dan 9:20-22


What was the defining characteristic of these four prophets?  How did they become prophets?  Who gave them their prophecies?  Were they men of God before they became prophets?


Read:  Hag 1:1-2; Joel 1:1-3; Zech 1:1-4; Mal 1:1


How do these scriptures indicate these prophets were different than the four in question 1?  Does that make them minor prophets?  How did these prophets qualify to be prophets?


Read:  Ex 3:1-10; Ex 6:1-4; Ex 10: 1-4; Ex 19:3-6


Was Moses a prophet? Which of these scriptures indicate that Moses would qualify as a prophet?  How does Moses differ from those prophets referenced in question 1 and 2?


Read: Matt 1:22; 2:15,17,23; 4:14; 8:17; 12:17; 13:14; 13:35; 21:4 26:56 


What do these verses have in common?   What do they tell you about the prophecies of Isaiah and Jeremiah?  Why do you think Matthew refers to the fulfillment of Old Testament prophecies so many times?


Read:  Ezekial 36:22-38  Do you think this is a prophecy of the establishment of the state of Israel in 1948?  What is contained in this scripture that would lead you to believe so?  Or not?  Read the surrounding context.  Now what do you think?

Read the book of Haggai, then Ezra 4:22-6:16 for the fulfillment.
