· READ: Rev 22: 18-19; Deut 4:2, 12:32, Prov 30:6; Gal 1:6-9 - How are we to take these warnings? How does one add to the Bible? Can you think of any examples of individuals/groups that have done this? Why is it so critical to maintain the integrity of scripture? How do we know this has been done in the bibles we read today?
